Activities Performed by LDEQ personnel on Friday, September 14, 2012:

1. Air monitoring was conducted in the Bayou Corne community; two monitoring runs were completed.  Parameters monitored were H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  Most readings were zero and O2 was normal.  A few VOC readings were above zero, but below 1.0 ppm.  Monitoring was conducted using a MultiRae.  
1. Air monitoring was conducted in the areas of the bubbling (boat run) in Bayou Corne; monitoring included several recently discovered sites in Bayou Corne/Grand Bayou, and Triche Bayou.   Parameters monitored included H2S, VOCs, LEL, and O2.  Most readings were zero and O2 was normal.  A few VOC readings were above zero, but below 1.0 ppm.   Monitoring was conducted using a MultiRae. 
1. No air monitoring/oversight was conducted at the drilling site past 0800 hours Friday.  Air monitoring at the drilling site is suspended for at least 72 hrs for the cement curing to take place.
1. The LDEQ Command Center was manned between activities.
1. The LDEQ Mobile Air Monitoring Lab (MAML) arrived onsite.
1. Staff participated in the State Agencies and Incident Action Plan meeting.


Scheduled Activities for Saturday, September 15, 2012

1. Conduct air monitoring in the Bayou Corne community.  An additional monitoring point has been added to the community run starting today.  The point will be located off of Well Head Road between Hwy 70 and the relief well drilling site.
1. Conduct air monitoring in the areas of bubbling (boat run) in Bayou Corne.     
1. Participate in the Incident Action Planning meeting.
